WERE YOU BORN IN 1946 OR BEFORE?

Congratulations first year Baby Boomers! There is an economic benefit to turning 65. If you or one of the owners of
your home were born in 1946 or earlier and the home is occupied as the primary residence you are entitled to exemptions
that will reduce your taxable assessment. You don't have to wait until both owners are 65.

—The Annual Homestead Exemption reduces the taxable assessment by $6,000.

—The Elderly Homestead Exemption reduces the taxable assessment by $4,000.
—The Senior Assessment Freeze actually freezes the assessment as long as the owner
qualifies per the financial and ownership requirements within the exemption.

Stop in the office anytime during your 65" year and complete the exemption form. If your property is deeded to a trust
you need to bring a copy with to prove your ownership interest in the trust. We also need to send a copy of your
driver’s license with the application.




Those on the “Freeze” for any length of time will show an exemption amount on their tax bill. Because assessments
decreased in 2009 and again in 2010, the exemption amount will change from year-to-year in proportion to the assessment.
This is a reminder that if your assessment went down, so will the amount of the exemption shown on your tax bill. Here's

an example:

THE EXEMPTION AMOUNT IS THE DIFFERENCE BETWEEN THE CURRENT ASSESSMENT
AND THE BASE YEAR OF YOUR “FREEZE”. As assessments decrease so will exemption amounts.

If you have applied for the “Freeze” within the past couple of years your 2010 assessment probably is lower than the base
assessment you qualified at. Because of this you won’t see any amount in the “Freeze” exemption area of the tax bill.
The good news is that if assessments continue to decrease your “Freeze” base amount will be reduced to the lowest
assessment amount. Once the real estate market turns around and assessments begin to increase you will have a new,
lower base assessment amount.

This assessment “Freeze” exemption fluctuation does not affect either the Annual Homestead Exemption or the Senior
Homestead Exemption.




PROTECT AMERICA’'S WATER—IT'S UP TO YOU

As stormwater flows over driveways, lawns, and sidewalks,
it picks up debris, chemicals, dirt, and other pollutants.
Stormwater can flow into a storm sewer system or directly
to a lake, stream, river, wetland, or coastal water. Anything
that enters a storm sewer system is discharged untreated
into the water bodies we use for swimming, fishing, and
providing drinking water.

Adopt these healthy household habits and help
protect lakes, streams, rivers, wetlands, and coastal waters.

ILLINOIS GETS NEW “EXCESSIVE SPEEDING” LA W

Signed into law in July, 2010 this new driving law aims its
sights at drivers who speed between 30 and 39 miles above
any posted speed limit. Now this type of speeding is
considered a Class B misdemeanor, which carries a $1,500
fine and potentially leads to six months of jail time.

In addition, those speed
demons that go 40
miles over the posted
speed limit will no longer
be able to hide the
infraction via court
supervision; this is sure
to lead to hefty
increases in insurance
rates.

The Road District dumps truckloads of wood chips in the
southeast corner of the McHenry Township Recreation
Center’s parking lot, 3519 N. Richmond Road, behind the
Moose Lodge. Wood chips are available at no charge to
Township residents. No commercial enterprises.

The recycling programs are funded in part by residents and
are for McHenry Township residents only.

FOLLOW ROAD WORK TRAFFIC REGULA TIONS

Warm weather means it is time to repair
roads. Road Work signs are posted far
enough ahead to give you time to adjust
your speed for any unusual conditions.

When you see these signs, workers will
be working close to your traffic lane.
Follow the signs and adjust your speed, be alert and keep
a safe distance between your vehicle and all traffic barriers.

The minimum fine for speeding in a construction zone when
workers are present is $375 for the first offense and $1,000
for a second or subsequent offense.

Use caution when approaching a flag person. Slow down
and be prepared to obey the signals of the flag person.
Drivers must stop if signaled to do so.

Be alert and remain stopped until signaled to proceed.
When directed to proceed, drive slowly, and be prepared to
stop.

In addition to road repair and maintenance, tree trimming is
a year-round Road District project when drivers must be
alert and adjust their speed.

MAILBOX MAINTENANCE IS ESSENTIAL

Property owners should regularly inspect their mailbox. If
the mailbox or the post is not in good condition, snow from
the plow blade could damage the mailbox and interrupt your
mail service. National Safety Council and Federal Highway
Administration regulations are listed on our website.

If you have a custom built box or a special-order type
purchased from a retailer, we urge you to replace it before
winter with a standard steel mailbox unit. Plastic mailboxes
are not recommended as snow coming off the plow will
crack or break them.

NEED A NEW DRIVEWAY CULVERT?

March 20 is the first day of Spring and with the warmer
weather ahead you may be thinking about resurfacing your
driveway. Remember it only takes a phone call and we
will be happy to come out and evaluate your driveway
culvert. It doesn’t make any sense to put new pavement
over a rusted out culvert.

If you live on a road maintained by the Township, we will
check your culvert to see if it needs replacing. If it does
need to be replaced, we will furnish a new culvert of equal
size at no charge.

PAVING PROGRAM 2011

This year we are going out to bid early for our paving project.
By doing so, we are hoping to get better prices.

The proposed program consists of the second half of
Wonderview subdivision, approximately one mile of
Ringwood Road (from Spring Grove Road to Windy Prairie
Acres, where we stopped last year), and Windy Prairie Acres
subdivision, Broadway Road, Fox Lake Road, Deerpath
Drive and Rand Road. If costs for repaving come in too
high, we will adjust the program as needed.

In preparation of paving, we will be trimming trees and
checking sight distances. We will also be checking culverts
and replacing those that are in poor condition. We will also
be checking drainage and improving what we can.

Roadsides are mowed an average of three times a year.
With almost 100 miles of road, this is time consuming. It
takes about three passes on each side of the road.

The Road District also
trims trees and brush on
the right-of-way and

removes dead trees that
are wholly on the right-of-
way. Trees that overhang
the road must be trimmed
to avoid damage to the asphalt. Also brush must be trimmed
back or removed if it obstructs a driver’s vision on the road.
